The Reverend Alfonzo Colvin is the youngest son of the late
Mr. Eddie Lee and Ethel Colvin. Reverend Colvin received his
education in the Bessemer School system. He is a graduate of
Jess Lanier High School, Bessemer, Alabama. He earned an
associate’s degree in 1978 from Lawson State Junior College, majoring in business
administration. He earned a bachelor’s degree in 1980 from the University of Alabama at
Birmingham, majoring in business administration. Reverend Colvin graduated from Alabama
A&M University in Normal, Alabama in 1984 with an MBA. He graduated from Turner
Theological Seminary at the Interdenominational Theological Center in Atlanta, Georgia in
1989, earning the Master of Divinity degree. While at Turner, Reverend Colvin served as the
Student Body President.

Reverend Colvin was raised in a Christian home and nourished in Ward Chapel AME Church in
Bessemer, Alabama where Christian principles, morals, and values were imparted to him at an
early age. In May 1986, Reverend Colvin answered the call of God upon his life to the Christian
Ministry and delivered his initial sermon at Ward Chapel under the Leadership of Reverend H.
W. Anthony.

Reverend Colvin was ordained an Itinerant Deacon in the AME church in 1987, and an Itinerant
Elder in 1989. Reverend Colvin has pastored over 38 years in Alabama serving, at St. Paul,
Wylam; St. Paul, East Lake; New Pisgah, Florence; St. Mark, Brighton; Coppin Chapel,
Yerkwood; Woodward Chapel, Bessemer; and New Seed of Faith, Tarrant. He presently serves
as the senior pastor at Ward Chapel AME Church of Montevallo.

Reverend Colvin has served at the Daniel Payne Community Plaza for over ten years in various
positions, including building engineer, facility manager, food manager, disaster relief

coordinator, and presently as Project Coordinator.
